Sukeroku for percussion quartet is to be performed by Backbeat at seven major venues in Japan in November 2003.  They will also give the world premiere of a new piece for percussion quartet and O-Tsuzumi with the famous Noh drummer Shinozuke Okura in the Media Dome, Tokyo.

Sozu Baba for solo soprano is to be given seven performances in Halifax, Nova Scotia, Canada by Janice Jackson, for whom the piece was written, in November 2003.

Roger Marsh is currently working on a new piece for flute, guitar and percussion for the New Music Players, which is to be premiered in Bristol in April 2004.

In September Roger Marsh produced the Naxos audiobook James Joyce’s Ulysses (unabridged). The readers are Jim Norton and Marcella Riordan, and the recordings, which run to 23 CDs, will be released in early 2004.

Professor Marsh is to give a lecture entitled ‘Albert Giraud’s Pierrot Lunaire’  at three UK universities: Newcastle (Nov 27) Manchester (Dec 18) and Bristol (Colston Lecture: Jan 27).
